For posts where employees speak directly to members of the Public the post holder is required to demonstrate their ability to speak fluently in English.
As a candidate you will be expected to demonstrate your ability to meet the special knowledge, experience and qualifications required for the role by providing evidence in the application form for the purpose of shortlisting. Applicants with disabilities are only required to meet the essential special knowledge requirements shown by a cross in the end column of this section.

The employee competencies are the minimum standard of behaviour expected by the Council of all its employees and the management competencies outlined are those relevant for a post operating at this level within our organisation. 

Both sets of competencies will be used at interview stage and will not be used for short listing purposes.  
	Key Purpose of Post: 

	The provision of professional, technical and landscape design services for recreational developments, environmental schemes and other initiatives relevant to the work area.
The successful project management of a wide range of development projects up to £4m value from conception to completion within financial and time constraints.

To provide effective advice and professional expertise in the spatial planning of recreational developments across the Parks and Greenspaces Services, to the Authority and to its strategic partners and to assist and provide advice to the elected Members of the Council and the Technical Manager and the wider Technical Design team.


	Main Responsibilities of Post: 

	1. To assist the development of the Parks and Greenspaces Service by:-

· obtaining briefs from clients, 
· carrying out project management, 
· monitoring the progress on individual projects, 
· providing technical reports, 
· carrying out feasibility and cost proposals, 
· undertaking site surveys, 
· providing detailed design, working drawings and specifications, 

· composing committee and other reports and presentations,

· undertaking tender processes, 
· providing contract supervision and administration
· negotiate additional costs/works and retentions with external contractors

2. Take appropriate action to achieve the successful completion of projects and the payment of public funds in relation to a broad range of landscape schemes, including recreational development based projects, heritage restoration schemes and sport facility developments and improvements.
3. To efficiently manage projects within time constraints, allocated budgets and in accordance with Council’s Financial Regulations and Standing Orders for Contracts, health and safety legislation, financial regulations, British Standards and CDM Regulations. 

4. To support elected Members of the Council, the Technical Manager and other professional colleagues, together with consultation with the public and key stakeholders, to ensure effective delivery of all design schemes and developments undertaken through the preparation of appropriate material and attendance at public meetings.

5. To support applications for, and the delivery of, external funding/grants for projects including those initiated by other community organisations.

6. To prepare, produce and update park management plans including those for  Green Flag applications and manage the process for the handover of sites for horticultural maintenance including development of Grounds Maintenance specifications and incorporation into service database.
7. To exercise considerable professional judgement in answering queries from Members, the general public, other Council departments and outside bodies on service issues and in advising the Technical Manager and Senior Technical Officer and other professional colleagues within the team accordingly. 
8. To provide advice and produce technical reports for the Technical Manager, Council Committees, senior officers, Councillors and other external bodies.

9. To organise and chair meetings with contractors and partners together with participation in meetings with both public and private organisations, i.e. neighbourhood forums, consultation events, friends of parks, schools and community groups meetings.
10. Recognise and meet changing operational needs imposed by external influences by providing creative and positive solutions whilst recognising the need to develop partnership working and provide Best Value.

11. To deputise for the Technical Manager and/or Senior Technical Officer when required.

12. To contribute towards the development, management and delivery of Service wide and other performance plans. 
13. To attend training courses as required.

14. To develop and maintain computerised records and files.

15. Support the Technical Officer (play facility lead) to manage the on-going inspection of the Council’s fixed play assets including occasional direction of the subsequent maintenance activity, including dealing with complaints, enquiries and insurance claims arising from the management of the play assets.
