	Key Purpose of Post: 

	The Director of Public Health has a responsibility for the development of a strategic needs assessment for the local population and for the delivery of:

1. Health Improvement:
· developing healthy, sustainable and cohesive communities through the Health and Wellbeing Board and the wider Council and partners;

· developing healthy lifestyles for individuals and communities;

· tackling specific issues based on local needs assessment such as childhood obesity, smoking;

· developing a strategy for reducing health inequalities.

2. Health Protection:
· dealing with infectious disease threats including food and water borne disease supported by local Public Health England;

· preparing for emergencies including pandemic influenza;

· providing advice and challenge, especially advising on environmental threats including pollution, noise and contaminated land;.

3. Health services public health:
· population health care, including oversight and promoting population coverage of immunisation and screening programmes;

· supporting the commissioning of appropriate, effective, and equitable health care from the NHS locally;

Key Responsibilities:

1. Producing an independent annual report on the health of the population, progress on improving health and reducing inequalities and making recommendations.

2. Being principal adviser to the Health and Wellbeing Board in developing a Health and Wellbeing Strategy based on the assessed needs of the population and proven interventions to improve health.

3. Providing specialist public heath advice to commissioners on priorities for health and social care spending and the appropriate configuration of services within and between local authorities.

4. Supporting the Local Resilience Forum in developing comprehensive multi agency plans for the anticipated threats to public health.

5. Having full access to the papers and other information that they need to inform and support their activity, and day to day responsibility for the authority’s ring-fenced public health budget.

6. Being Principal Advisor on all public health matters to members and officers across local government.


	Main Responsibilities of Post:      

	Generic accountabilities:

1. Provide leadership, direction and service expertise in the development and delivery of corporate Council Priorities and Change Agenda in consultation with all partners. 

2. Deliver better services against changing demands and external challenge through efficiencies and service improvement by ensuring the principle of value for money is embedded into service delivery with a particular emphasis on efficiency and productivity.

3. Collectively responsible and accountable for the delivery of the Council’s Change Agenda.

4. Ensure effective performance management and continuous improvement across the Council and the District partnership securing optimum outcomes for Citizens of the District and continuous improvement.

5. Support and the development of a citizen focused learning culture across the Council, underpinned by sharing and reinforcing good practice and driving innovation.   

6. Increase organisational capacity and productivity through strategic workforce planning, provision of good people management, organisational development and training.

7. To manage the Health and Safety and Well-Being of the workforce in compliance with Council Policy and Legislation Requirements.

8. Motivate and manage staff through performance management and development to establish key objectives and clear targets within business plans for successful service delivery outcomes.

9. To Chair and facilitate Trade Union / Management consultation processes ensuring business is conducted within the principles of the Council’s Industrial Relations Framework.

10. Promote fairness and social inclusion across service provision and employment through ensuring clear policy direction and action, integration/implementation of targets to reduce inequality within business planning processes and through personal example and commitment. 


11. To ensure effective employee engagement and communication.

12. Making decisions based on sound risk management principles which comply with Council procedures and processes within its financial, legal, ethical and statutory frameworks.

13. Ensuring effective disaster plans and business continuity arrangements.

14. Communicate and promote the Council’s vision for the district both locally and regionally with our partners to raise Bradford’s profile.  Project the image and corporate identify of the Council within and outside of the district.

Specific accountabilities:

The Director of Public Health is a statutory chief officer of this authority and the principal adviser on all health matters to elected members and officers, with a leadership role spanning all three domains of public health: health improvement, health protection and healthcare public health. Section 73A(1) of the NHS Act 2006, inserted by section 30 of the Health and Social Care Act 2012, gives the Director of Public Health responsibility for:

· all of the local authority’s duties to take steps to improve public health;

· any of the Secretary of State’s public health protection or health improvement functions that s/he delegates to local authorities, either by arrangement or under regulations – these include services mandated by regulations made under section 6C of the 2006 Act, inserted by section 18 of the 2012 Act;

· exercising the local authority’s functions in planning for, and responding to, emergencies that present a risk to public health;

· the local authority’s role in co-operating with the police, the probation service and the prison service to assess the risks posed by violent or sexual offenders, and such other public health functions as the Secretary of State specifies in regulations.

The Director of Public Health will be professionally accountable to the Council (and Secretary of State for Health through Public Health England) and accountable to the Chief Executive of the Local Authority and report on a day to day basis to the Strategic Director of Health and Wellbeing.  Professional appraisal will be required. 

Professional obligations 

1. To contribute actively to the training programme for Foundation Year Doctors/ Specialty Registrars in Public Health as appropriate, and to the training of practitioners and primary care professionals within the locality.

2. To pursue a programme of CPD, in accordance with Faculty of Public Health requirements, or other recognised body, and undertake revalidation, professional appraisal, audit or other measures required to remain on the GMC/GDC Specialist Register or the UK Public Health (Specialist) Register or other specialist register as appropriate. 

3. To practise in accordance with all relevant sections of the General Medical Council’s Good Medical Practice (if medically qualified) and the Faculty of Public Health’s Good Public Health Practice.

The post-holder will be expected to:

· Pursue a programme of CPD/CME, in accordance with Faculty of Public Health requirements, or other recognized body, and undertake revalidation, audit or other measures required to remain  on the GMC/GDC Specialist Register or the UK Voluntary Register for Public Health Specialists or other specialist register as appropriate.
· Contribute to strengthening local capacity and demonstrate commitment to the broader public health system by contributing to wider regional and national public health networks.

Appendix 1

Faculty of Public Health: Competencies expected of all public health consultants/ specialists

All consultants irrespective of their background are expected to be proficient in the competencies set out below. 

I. Use of public health intelligence to survey and assess a population’s health and wellbeing
To be able to synthesise data into information about the surveillance or assessment of a population’s health and wellbeing from multiple sources that can be communicated clearly and inform action planning to improve population health outcomes.
II. Assessing the evidence of effectiveness of interventions, programmes and services intended to improve the health or wellbeing of individuals or populations
To be able to use a range of resources to generate and communicate appropriately evidenced and informed recommendations for improving population health across operational and strategic health and care settings.

III. Policy and strategy development and implementation

To influence and contribute to the development of policy and lead the development and implementation of a strategy.
IV. Strategic leadership and collaborative working for health

To use a range of effective strategic leadership, organisational and management skills, in a variety of complex public health situations and contexts, dealing effectively with uncertainty and the unexpected to achieve public health goals.
V. Health Improvement, Determinants of Health, and Health Communication

To influence and act on the broad determinants and behaviours influencing health at a system,   community and individual level.
VI. Health Protection 

To identify, assess and communicate risks associated with hazards relevant to health protection, and to lead and co-ordinate the appropriate public health response.
VII. Health and Care Public Health 

To be able to improve the efficiency, effectiveness, safety, reliability, responsiveness and equity of health and care services through applying insights from multiple sources including formal research, health surveillance, needs analysis, service monitoring and evaluation.
VIII. Academic public health

To add an academic perspective to all public health work undertaken. Specifically to be able to critically appraise evidence to inform policy and practice, identify evidence gaps with strategies to address these gaps, undertake research activities of a standard that is publishable in peer-reviewed journals, and demonstrate competence in teaching and learning across all areas of public health practice.
IX. Professional, personal and ethical development

To be able to shape, pursue actively and evaluate your own personal and professional development, using insight into your own behaviours and attitudes and their impact to modify behaviour and to practice within the framework of the GMC's Good Medical Practice (as used for appraisal and revalidation for consultants in public health) and the UKPHR’s Code of Conduct.
X. Integration and application for consultant practice

To be able to demonstrate the consistent use of sound judgment to select from a range of advanced public health expertise and skills, and to use them effectively, working at senior organisational levels, to deliver improved population health in complex and unpredictable environments.
The DPH as a public health leader is expected to have both the technical expertise as well as the ability to use those techniques to both, lead and support the development of complex solutions to improve the health and wellbeing of local communities. In addition, they are expected to have skills and the attitudes to be able to present the results of applying their technical expertise so that they are understandable and stimulate actions by a range of individuals and organisations.
