Applicants with disabilities are only required to meet the essential special knowledge requirements shown by a cross in the end column of this section.

The employee competencies are the minimum standard of behaviour expected by the Council of all its employees and the management competencies outlined are those relevant for a post operating at this level within our organisation.

	Under the direction of senior members of the Road Safety Team carry out the policies of

the Council in maintaining a programme of road safety education, training and publicity 

designed to improve safety and prevent road traffic collisions by
i. Implementing initiatives to influence behaviour and prevent road casualties

ii. Providing training and education to enable all road users to move safely and 

sustainably in the current road environment 

	Main Responsibilities of Post: 

	The post holder will:
1. Deliver a programme of practical (child pedestrian, cycling, in car safety) road safety training initiatives within set guidelines, as agreed by the Road Safety Team, with minimum support and direction.

2. Deliver road safety training, presentations, talks & lessons to all age groups.

3. Be responsible for the supervision and safety of groups of children taking part in practical training initiatives. 

4. When undertaking practical training, identify safe routes and areas and carry out detailed risk assessments.

5. Liaise with pre-school groups, nurseries, schools, other educational establishments, community groups, youth and adult organisations and partner agencies in order to promote all aspects of Road Safety

6. Contribute to the development of a cross-curricular approach to road safety education for use with schools and other educational establishments as well as the wider community.

7. Disseminate publicity material, prepare and staff exhibitions and displays.

8. Attend training courses as and when required.

9. Support the Council’s Equal Opportunities Policy with a programme suitable for all road users.

10. Provide feedback and contribute to the assessment, review, evaluation and monitoring of road safety programmes and initiatives

11. Maintain the necessary records and administration workload associated with the programmes carried out. 

12. Work as part of a team to co-ordinate and deliver initiatives and support the development of less experienced team members. 

13. Maintain data security in relation to confidential information held on children, other service users, and databases.

14. Use their own initiative within set guidelines on day to day matters relating to  
effective service delivery. 

15. Be responsible for Road Safety Team assets including protective clothing, 
computers and training equipment, and for the transport of equipment and 
resources when necessary.
